John Musgrove and Sasha & Yulia Zibarov serve the
Lord in Ukraine through Campus Crusade for Christ.
Their goal is to build spiritual movements in every city,
so that every non-Christian will have an opportunity to
know someone who truly follows Jesus
Christ. Sasha serves as the National Team Leader for
Ukraine. Yulia serves as part of the National Leadership
Team providing mentoring, care, and support to staff
wives. The ministry strives to reach all divisions
of Ukrainian society: students, military, professionals,
teachers, churches, & athletes. Since the war started,
the Zibarov's and John have been living in the Diosd,
Hungary, a suburb of Budapest. Sasha and Yulia make
trips into Ukraine on a monthly basis. John will be
working with both Ukrainian refugees in Hungary and
with students in Ukraine.
Stephen and Esther Napier teach at Global
Theological Seminary in Uganda, training national
pastors from across East Africa.
